 A cute little snowman (hold up left fist) 
 Had a carrot nose (stick out pointer finger    
 on fist to make nose, if you want) 
 Along came a rabbit (hold up 2 fingers of   
 right hand to make a rabbit) 
 And what do you suppose? 
 That hungry little rabbit (move the right  
 hand closer to the left hand) 
Looking for his lunch 

           Ate that snowman’s carrot nose 
   nibble, nibble, crunch. (lightly pinch left   
   pointer finger or fist with right hand)

  6. Movement:  “The Winter Pokey” 
   (Tune: “The Hokey Pokey”) 
   You put your right mitten in 
   You put your right mitten out 
   You put your right mitten in 
   And you shake it all about. 

            You do the winter pokey and you turn  
          yourself about –that’s what it’s all about  
          (BRRR! BRRR!) 
          Other verses:  Left mitten, right boot, left        
          boot, winter hat (head), snow suit  
          (whole body) (Perpetual Preschool)

  (Tune: “Twinkle Twinkle”)  
  Snowflake, snowflake in the sky  
  Love to watch you floating by  
  Down you fall upon the ground  
  Down you fall without a sound
